Mastery:             Class is done through mastery.  You must score a 75% or higher on all assignments including exams



If a score is below 75%, you will have to redo the assignment and a score of 1 will be posted on the 



Gradebook.  You will have 1 week to redo assignments under a 75%
Exams:
Exams will cover lectures, labs, and assignments.  

Attendance:
It is imperative that you report to class on a daily basis.  Many lab assignments will be done in class that will be extremely difficult to restage.  Please remember that labs total forty percent of your grade.  Unacceptable attendance will lead to a parent phone call and a referral to administration.
Make-up work: 
It is your responsibility to check what you have missed on the website.  If you do not understand, then approach me.  You have the total number of days you were absent to make up your work. If you missed a lab, you must make arrangements with me on when you can make it up. This must be done within two days from returning from absence.
Late work:  
Any work turned in late is worth 90% of the score earned (i.e. 100%=90%) and I will not accept it more than 2 school days past the due date. (The 75% will. Still have to be met and you will have the 10 pt deduction, so if you earned a 90% you get an 80% and so on)
Charging             You are allowed to charge electronic devices, but only with my permission and at an available outlet Electronics:         away from where you are seated. You charge these devices at your own risk! 
Tardies:
Show respect and be on time to class.  You will be required to sign in for every tardy. You will be counted tardy in the system and have 24 hours to serve a 15 minute lunch detention in Rm M119. You will need to bring the stamped copy of your detention card back to me as proof. 
Virtual:
Show respect and be on time to class.  Enter class with muted microphones.  You must have your camera on during class.  Be active and engaged.  Be respectful of others.  No foul language or rude interruption (to anyone), if this is a constant problem, you will be removed from the course and a phone call will be made home.  If this continues after that a conference will be asked with parent, after that a referral will be written.
Hall Pass:   
You will be allowed to use the hall pass as long as it is not excessively.  If I notice that you are abusing the privilege, I will revoke any further use.  You must sign out (both on my sheet and in your agenda) and have your student ID on you.  If you do not have your ID, I cannot let you out of the room.  No student should be out of class for more than 5 minutes.  If that occurs, you will not be allowed to use the pass ever again!
** All these rules apply but communication is key.  If there is an issue then send an email to the teacher so that you can let the teacher know about what your issue may be for not completing assignment, must be a valid reason (provide documentation when possible).  If it is to make up a lab, please also send a written request so that it can be arranged with multiple students.

Rules:


1.   
Everyone deserves respect.  This means to respect yours and each other’s space, beliefs, belongings and feelings.  I respect myself as your teacher and I respect you as my students. 

2.   
Be prepared for class.  When the bell rings, have everything ready for class, such as having a writing utensil and your composition book.  This will include sitting in your assigned seat.  Failure to do so may result in you being reported tardy or absent.  If you are late 15 minutes or more, it is automatically counted as an absence.  I do not have to notify you later.  ( I will review the virtual attendance with you in class the first week but it will also be posted on the website
3.   
Follow ALL safety rules.  Students must read and have a safety contract signed by both them and their parents. Students must take and pass a lab safety test with at least a 90%.  You are not allowed to eat or have drinks in my classroom.  This is a lab and you can never be sure what chemicals have been spilled on your tables.  Anyone who does not comply with the safety rules will be removed from class and a referral to the principal.  No exceptions.
4.    During hybrid learning, there will be absolutely not sharing of materials.  You will have to bring your own material and you will be the only one allowed to use it.  You will be responsible for making sure your lab station is cleaned before class and after you leave.  You will be expected to wash your hands before you leave the classroom.

Masks must be worn at all times, no exceptions.  You will wear your mask proberly, covering your nose and your mouth

6.   Social distancing will be observed at all times.

7.   Only one person is allowed in the restroom, we will work on the logistic for this but if possible, go before class.
4.  
Follow usual classroom decorum.  You should raise your hand to be recognized, do not talk during lectures, absolutely no swearing, rude gestures, cruel teasing, putdowns, or laughing at others during discussions, questions, etc.  Remain in your seats until I dismiss you, not the bell.  No cell phones are allowed unless you have permission.  Failure to follow rules will result in your phone being confiscated.  You will be required to pay $15 to get it back.
5.   
Clean up after yourselves.  Once you have completed an experiment/activity, please clean up and place all equipment in their proper places and notify the instructor for a clearance check.  I will make sure your area is clean, including sinks, before you are dismissed.  Any mess will result in a twenty-point deduction from the lab’s grade.
